Once you have 
checked the details we will ask you to return a 
countersigned copy of the booking form and 
once received, your booking will be confirmed.

Arrival 
We can provide background music during your 
arrival drinks creating a relaxed atmosphere 
and your guests entertained whilst you make 
your way to the reception and have your pho-
tographs taken. 
 

Wedding Breakfast 
Music during your meal can really enhance the 
atmosphere and make your guests feel freer to 
talk and enjoy their meal and each other’s 
company. But don’t worry, we can play at a 
comfortable volume which will not intrude on 
your meal. 
 

Evening Reception 
This often receives the least attention to detail 
but again, live music to dance to makes such a 
difference. Some clients choose to split the 
evening’s music between us and a DJ/disco. 
 

During The Service 
Be it at the church or in a civil venue music can 
be provided before, during or after the service. 
For places of worship you should discuss this 
with your minister as formal permission will 
certainly be required.  
 

Mix It Up Or Have Us Play All Day! 
Of course these are just suggestions and we 
are happy to discuss any combinations or alter-
natives you may like to have. Some clients 
choose to have us play all day with smooth 
cocktail music for drinks and dinner followed 
by swinging music to dance to in the evening.

The Venue 
There are usually no issues with venues having 
live music for wedding functions but if you 
want us to play outdoors it is advisable to 
check that your venue has the correct license 
in place. 
 
We can play most anywhere that has access to 
an electrical supply, a level area to play on and 
which, when playing outdoors,  is protected 
from the British weather! If access to the 
venue is difficult or parking is limited please 
advise us. 
 

Setting Up 
We would normally arrive an hour before we 
are due to start playing to set up but if you 
need us to do so, we can arrange to arrive ear-
lier than this if the room we are to play in is 
being used for your service as well. 
 

Timings & Breaks In The Music 
If using us for all or several parts of your day 
you should give consideration to the timings of 
speeches etc and when you do and do not 
want us to play and discuss this with us so we 
can stop and start on cue. We will also agree 
the usual rest breaks for the band with you. 
 

First Dance 
Many couples choose to have the traditional 
first dance and if you have any special requests 
for this we would be happy to play your choice 
of song provided it is musically suitable for the 
band.
